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Why does your dog suddenly react? Probably because they have had enough for the day!

What's a trigger?
A trigger is any addition to the environment
that causes your dog fo increase their
awareness /fear/reaction.
These “triggers’ can stack up and over load your
dog causing them to act ‘out of character’.

Pogs function better on structure and routine -
they have daily expectations.
Give them time to relax when the unexpected happens.
